Cod Ahoy!: A Travel Book for the Summer Visitor by Arthur Wilson Tarbell (Boston :
Richard G. Badger/The Gorham Press, 1932). The book, which is normally about 350
pages long, has been interleaved with over 200 original black and white photographs
which have been adhered in the book with black photo corners. Normally about 1 %2
inches thick, this edition is nearly 5 inches thick because of the added photographs. The
photographs document buildings, landscapes, beaches, houses, monuments, roads, and
other scenes of Cape Cod life in the 1930s.
